Paul McBride, Tamagawa University 

Foundations and aspirations for transformative teaching at CELF  

 

Acknowledging needs for principled program conceptualization, planning, and development;  

broad educational perspectives; and associated equitable outcomes for students, the presenter 

will delineate historical developments at CELF, including growing consciousness of and capacity 

to transform language teaching practices to reflect ELF use, and increasing willingness to experiment  

with ELF-related pedagogy.

Communication strategies in ELF talk: Implications for ELF-aware pedagogy 

 

The presenter will report on a Kakenhi project investigating beginning to pre-intermediate  

Japanese English learners’ strategic capabilities during ELF interactions via Zoom. Results of  

post-interviews with the Japanese participants and their foreign interlocutors will be discussed 

and implications for ELF-aware pedagogy examined, including the significance of cultural affinity.
